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LAUMEIER SCULPTURE PARK ANNOUNCES FALL 2021
EXHIBITION, Aida Sehovié: STO TE NEMA

At a Glance

WHAT: A solo exhibition of work by artist Aida Sehovi¢ including the archive of
STO TE NEMA, a public monument to the victims of the Srebrenica genocide,
which traveled to 15 cities around the world between 2006 and 2020.
The archive of this long running project consists of a collection of more than
8,372 fildZzani (small porcelain coffee cups) as well as posters announcing
each of the 15 iterations over a decade and a half. In addition, a photo
installation from Sehovié’s related body of work Family Album, 2018 will
be presented.

WHO: Aida éehovic’:, Laumeier’s 2021 Visiting Artist In Residence. Born in Bosnia and
Herzegovina, based in New York City.

Laumeier Sculpture Park’s Visiting Artist In Residence program is supported in part by
a grant from the Vilcek Foundation.

WHEN: On view September 25 - December 19, 2021.

WHERE: Laumeier Sculpture Park, 12580 Rott Road, St. Louis, MO 63127. Inside the Aronson
Fine Arts Center’s Whitaker Foundation Gallery.

WHY: This exhibition connects to a growing population of first and second generation
Bosnians in the St. Louis area, most of whom were displaced as a result of the war in
Bosnia and Herzegovina (1992-1995). St. Louis has the largest population of Bosnian
immigrants in the United States, and this community has had a major impact on the
broader fabric of the region’s cultural life. The upcoming exhibition addresses broad
issues surrounding identity, collective remembrance, trauma and displacement.
Sehovié’s work serves as a learning tool for community organizing, resistance, and
healing.

St. Louis, MO - In the Fall of 2021, Laumeier Sculpture Park will explore themes of
collective remembrance, community resilience and healing through its exhibition Aida
Sehovié: STO TE NEMA, on view September 25 - December 19, 2021 in the Aronson Fine
Arts Center’'s Whitaker Foundation Gallery. The exhibition is an archive of Bosnian-born
artist Aida Sehovié’s nomadic monument titled STO TE NEMA (“where have you been” in
Bosnian) that honors the victims of the Srebrenica genocide, during which more than
8,372 Muslim men and boys were systematically executed. The exhibition at Laumeier will
feature a collection of more than 8,372 fildzani (small porcelain coffee cups) donated by
Bosnian families from the diaspora, posters from the project, and a photo installation of
the related body of work titled Family Album, 2018.

“The total number of fildZzani roughly corresponds to the growing number of body remains
found, identified, and buried to date,” says Sehovié. “Uniting survivors and everyone else
directly or indirectly affected by genocide, STO TE NEMA creates an inclusive space
allowing us to confront the universal issues surrounding genocide by remembering,
mourning, and healing together as a unified community.”

Having fled her home country in 1992 due to the threat of systematic violence and
persecution, Sehovié combines ritual, politics, and social engagement to address her own
cultural heritage and history. To mark the anniversary of the Srebrenica genocide, which
began on July 11, 1995, Sehovié presented STO TE NEMA in partnership with Bosnian
diaspora communities in various public squares around the world on July 11 every year
between 2006 and 2020. In each city, the public was invited to participate in the creation
of the monument by placing the collected cups on the ground and filling them with
Bosnian coffee prepared on site throughout the day. The coffee remained in the cups in
memory of the victims. In 2020, the final iteration of STO TE NEMA in its original form
took place in the Memorial Center Srebrenica-Potocari.

“We are so pleased to host Aida Sehovié’s STO TE NEMA archive here at Laumeier. Her
project is powerful, meaningful, and relevant to our community in St. Louis. Her work
addresses a number of big themes, such as remembrance, ritual and community, and
more specifically how history and memory are represented in public space,” says Dana
Turkovic, Curator at Laumeier Sculpture Park.
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One of these themes that will be explored is the Bosnian daily ritual of sharing coffee with
loved ones, which is an important cultural and familial practice in the region. In Bosnia
and Herzegovina, an invitation for a coffee is an invitation for a conversation. Planned
public programming at Laumeier will connect to this theme by encouraging participants to
take the time needed to make and drink a cup of traditional Bosnian coffee, while coming
together to connect with one another.

As Laumeier’s 2021 Visiting Artist In Residence, Sehovié will make multiple trips to St.
Louis to engage with the local Bosnian community around the ideas of collective
remembrance, displacement, mourning, and community healing through monuments and
public engagement. These visits will allow her to explore issues of importance to this
region and shape public programming that will correspond to her exhibition. She will work
with Laumeier’s 2021 Cultural Thinker In Residence, Bosnian-born community organizer
Elvir Mandzukic¢, to bridge connections and develop productive partnerships within St.
Louis.

Sehovié’s first trip to St. Louis occurred in early April, during which, she met with
representatives from the Center for Bosnian Studies at Fontbonne University, Privredna
Komora BiH in St Louis, St. Louis Mosaic Project, and Missouri History Museum as well
as several leaders of St. Louis’ large Bosnian community.

Through a range of discussions and participatory programs, virtually and in person, the
collaboration between Sehovié¢ and Mandzukié will help further explore the generational
shift of consciousness within the Bosnian community in St. Louis and the possibility of

future monuments, both static and nomadic.

Ukratko

STA: Samostalna izlozba radova umijetnice Aide Sehovié u kojoj ée biti predstavljena arhiva
spomenika sje¢anja STO TE NEMA posvecenog Zrtvama genocida u Srebrenici koji je
obiSao 15 gradova Sirom svijeta izmedu 2006. i 2020. godine. Arhiva ovog
dugogodisnjeg projekta se sastoji od vise od 8.372 sakupljenih fildzana (malih
porcelanskih Soljica bez drske) kao i postera koji su najavili svaku prethodnu postavku
putujuceg spomenika tokom poslednjih 15 godina. IzloZzba ée takoder sadrzati i foto
instalaciju iz ciklusa rada umjetnice pod nazivom “Porodi¢ni album” iz 2018. godine.

KO: Aida Sehovié, gostujuéa umijetnica Parka skulptura Laumeier za 2021. godinu. Rodena
je u Bosni i Hercegovini, a zivi i radi u Njujorku.

Umijetnicka rezidencija Parka skulptura Laumeier za gostuju¢e umjetnike je dijelom
realizirana uz podrsku fondacije Vilcek.

ZASTO: Ova izlozba je posebno relevantna za rastuéu populaciju bosanskohercegovackih
imigranata prve i druge generacije koji zive u St. Louis-u i koji su dosli na ovo podrucje
kao posljedica rata u Bosni i Hercegovini (1992-1995). S obzirom da sam grad St.
Louis ima najveéu populaciju bosanskohercegovackih imigranata u Sjedinjenim
Ameri¢kim Drzavama, ova zajednica ima veliki utjecaj na Siru strukturu kulturnog Zivota
ove regije. Predstojeéa izloZba se bavi relevantnim pitanjima vezanim za identitet,
raseljenje, kao i kolektivno sje¢anje i traumu. Radovi Aide Sehovié sluze kao
instrumenti za ukljucivanje zajednice u suo¢avaniju sa prosloscéu i aktivnom
suprotstavljanju i negiranju genocida.

St. Louis, MO - Tokom jeseni 2021. godine Park skulptura Laumeier istrazuje teme
kolektivnog sje¢anja i zaborava kao i snage zajednice putem izlozbe Aida Sehovié: STO
TE NEMA, koja ¢ée biti otvorena od 25. septembra do 19. decembra u Galeriji primijenjene
umjetnosti Aronson fondacije Whitaker. IzloZba predstavlja arhivu nomadskog spomenika
sjeéanja STO TE NEMA, umietnice Aide Sehovié rodene u Bosni i Herzegovini,
posvecenog zrtvama genocida u Srebrenici tokom kojeg je sistematski ubijeno preko
8.372 bosnjackih civila, ve¢inom muskaraca i dje¢aka. Na izlozbi u Laumeieru ce biti
predstavljeno vise od 8.372 fildzana koji saginjavaju spomenik STO TE NEMA, a koji su
donirale i sakupile bosanskohercegovacke porodice iz dijaspore. 1zloZba ukljuCuje i sve
postere prethodnih postavki kao i foto instalaciju iz ciklusa rada umjetnice pod nazivom
“Porodi¢ni album” iz 2018. godine.

"Ukupan broj fildZzana simboli¢no prati sve veci broj posmrtnih ostataka koji su pronadeni,
identifikovani i ukopani do sada" kaze Sehovié. ,STO TE NEMA pokus$ava da ujedini
prezivjele i sve ostale koji su direktno ili indirektno pogodeni genocidom kroz stvaranje
inkluzivnog prostora koji nam omogucava da se suprotstavimo univerzalnom problemu
genocida kroz kolektivno sjecanje i suo¢avanje sa proslosc¢u kao ujedinjena zajednica.”

Prognana iz svoje domovine 1992. po&etkom rata u Bosni i Hercegovini, Sehovié u svom
umjetniCkom radu kombinuje ritual, politiku i drustveni angazman kako bi istrazila svoju
vlastitu kulturnu bastinu i istoriju. Povodom godiSnjice genocida u Srebrenici, koji je
zapo&eo 11. jula 1995. godine, Sehovié je svakog 11. jula izmedu 2006. i 2020. godine
postavljala spomenik STO TE NEMA u saradnji sa zajednicama iz bosanskohercegovacke
dijaspore na razli€itim gradskim trgovima Sirom svijeta. U svakom od tih gradova je
javnost ucestvovala u konstrukciji spomenika tako Sto su redali sakupljene fildzane po
zemlji i punili ih bosanskom kafom koja se kuhala na licu mjesta tokom dana. Kafa je u
fildzanima ostala nepopijena u znak sje¢anja na zrtve. 2020. godine u Memorijalnom
centru Srebrenica-Potogari nomadski spomenik STO TE NEMA je postavljen po poslednji
put u ovom zivom obliku.

,Tako nam je drago $to je Laumeier domacin arhive spomenika STO TE NEMA tokom
izlozbe Aide Sehovié. Njen projekat je dobro osmisljen, moéan i relevantan za nasu

zajednicu u St. Louis-u. Njeni radovi se bavi vaznim temama kao $to su sjecanja, rituali i
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zajednica, a jo$ preciznije ukazuju kakvu funkciju imaju historija i sje¢anje u javhom
prostoru ,“ kaze Dana Turkovié, kustosica u Parku skulptura Laumeier.

Planirani
programi tokom izlozbe u Laumeier-u ¢e se baviti ovom temom kroz poziv da se javnost
pridruzi i odvoji vrijeme potrebno za kuhanje i pijenje tradicionalne bosanske kafe dok se
druze sa drugima.

Kao gostujuéa umijetnica Laumeier-a 2021. godine, Aida Sehovié ée boraviti vie puta u
St. Louis-u kako bi se upoznala sa lokalnom bosanskohercegovackom zajednicom i
ukljucila ih oko tema vezanih za kolektivno sje¢anje i suo¢avanije sa prosloScu kao i
oporavak zajednice kroz spomenike i drustveni angazman. Ove posjete ¢e joj omoguditi
da istrazi najznaCajnija pitanja za ovaj region i na osnovu toga oblikuje programske
dogadaje kao dio izloZzbe. Aida ¢e suradivati sa Elvirom MandZuki¢em, Laumeier-ovim
kulturnim misliocem za 2021. godinu koji je aktivan u lokalnoj zajednici, a roden u Bosni i
Hercegovini, kako bi se povezala sa lokalnim organizacijama i razvila $to produktivnija
partnerstva u St. Louisu.

Sehovié je prvi put boravila u St. Louisu podetkom aprila i tokom ove posjete se sastala
sa predstavnicima Centra za bosanske studije Univerziteta Fontbonne, Privredne Komore
Bosnie i Hercegovine u St Louisu, Projekta Mozaik St. Louisa, Muzeja Istorije Mizuri
drzave, kao i nekoliko lidera bosanskohercegovacke zajednice u St. Louisu.

Kroz niz diskusija i participativnih dogadaja virtualno i uZivo, saradnja izmedu Sehovié i
Mandzuki¢ ¢e omoguciti dalje istraZivanje generacijskog pomaka svijesti unutar
bosanskohercegovacke zajednice u St. Louisu o tome kako bi buduéi spomenici trebali
postojati u svom statiCnom ili nomadskom obliku.
